Bring the usual camping gear for a winter / cold weather overnight trip (refer to your scout
handbooks for details and information). A list of the minimum gear you should plan to
bring is also attached. Remember — This will be a winter overnight camp . Make sure to
bring a WARM sleeping bag, WARM clothes, your mess kit , a water bottle/canteen, and
snacks if you need them. We will be sleeping in cabins, but may also have the opportunity
for tent or snow shelter camping. Hope to see you there!
